Welcome & Opening

Start with the Bride and Groom of Honor

Rings

Bride, hold your Grooms's hand, and just touch his ring, symbolically giving it to him again, and say to him these words.
From this day on… I recommit myself to you… and this ring is a symbol… of my pledge…         To Love ,Honor and Respect you. 

Let these rings serve not as locks binding you together, but as keys, unlocking the secrets of your hearts for each other to know, and thus bringing you closer together forever.
